Policies and Procedures

The John Medlin Script Library contains more than 370 motion picture and television scripts donated to the School of Filmmaking by faculty and filmmakers over the past five years.  The scripts are available for students, faculty, and staff to check out for school related purposes only.  They have been rebound to protect the pages from damage, and borrowers are expected to protect the scripts from any damage while they are checked out.  Please do not write on the pages, use highlighters, or make notes in the margins.  This is copyrighted material and students are prohibited from making or distributing personal copies.

The scripts can be checked out for 5 days.  Please use the checkout form that is provided and fill in all the information on the form.  Loss of or damage to the script while in your possession will result in the loss of script checkout privileges for the remainder of the academic year.  Students who damage or lose checked-out scripts will be assessed the cost of replacing the script.  A registration hold will be placed on the student’s record until the charges are paid.  A list of the scripts is available.

The scripts may be checked out or reserved in four ways:

(1) in person in the Student Computing Lab during posted hours for that school term

(2) from a screenwriting faculty member by appointment 

(3) reserved in advance and picked up by appointment through email to pittmank@ncarts.edu
(4) reserved in advance and picked up by appointment by phone to Ken Pittman at 770-1443 

The scripts must be returned to the individual from whom they were checked out.
