The Media Production Ministry program is designed to prepare Christian technicians and artists for vocational readiness from a Christian perspective.  Concentration Components are offered in:   



Film Production 
The Film Production Concentration Component aims to produce effective and compelling visual communicators who are balanced in independence and collaboration, who can think and speak critically and analytically about media, and who model Christ’s manner of teaching with their creations.  Students will be trained and equipped with the basic fundamentals of narrative film storytelling in both process and technology.  Degree students will proceed to a more focused area of chosen emphasis.
Students will learn proven and ground-breaking narrative storytelling and screenwriting, producing, and directing techniques while using bleeding-edge technology including (but not limited to) – software: Final Draft, EP Scheduling & Budgeting, Final Cut Pro HD, DVD Studio Pro, Motion, Cinema Tools, Quicktime Pro, Adobe Photoshop, Adobe Illustrator, Adobe After Effects, Soundtrack Pro, Logic Audio, and Maya 3D – hardware: Apple OS-X based hardware, DVCPro-HD and DV cameras (both pro-sumer and professional), lighting, studio and field audio setups, on-set and field professional film equipment, etc. An emphasis will be placed in practical, hands-on experience within a personal, mission-oriented setting.  Film Production students will work closely with other disciplines during concerts, worship experiences, and music video productions, to name a few.
Through Visible Media Group, students will get hands on work on products for various congregations, ministries, bands, and filmmakers. Students will be expected to complete various projects throughout the year that results in a mature demo reel or portfolio that showcases actual work created individually and in a team setting.

FLM1010
Basic Aesthetics 1
3 semester hours

This course is designed to familiarize digital film & video students with the basics of visual aesthetics and a brief summation of art history, focusing on the effects of and on art in its relative context.
FLM1210
Film Techniques 1
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to the tools and techniques used in film/video production including cinematography, audio recording, lighting & grip equipment, and post-production hardware & software.  The course will focus on the hands-on use of film tools and equipment.  Knowledge gained will be on the terminology and tools of video and audio, editing techniques, video technology, and graphic creation.

FLM1310
Film Production 1
3 semester hours

This course is designed to teach students the concepts and processes used in making a narrative short film. Students will study the various roles in the process of filmmaking as well as basic filmmaking aesthetics and theory. The course will take students through the process of development/screenwriting, pre-production, production, post-production and distribution/exhibition, focusing mainly on the creative and organizational end. Students will learn the elements of a good story. Students will produce a short film.
FLM1510
Critical Cinema 1
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to a basic palette of classic films and a brief history of the artform.  Students will be asked to watch at least one film weekly, analyze it, and in some cases write critical reviews or analytical essays about the films or topics discussed.
MEDX380+
Media Production Lab
.5 semester hours

In this course students will develop skills in creating various forms of media production.  Projects will be completed in various areas of interest. Film Production students will use this time for production and editing; reviewing dailies, edits, and final cuts; or peer evaluations.  This class will also encompass other school projects such as worship videography, alternative worship service projects, student/band DVDs, and other video support for the other disciplines. May be repeated for credit.  

FLM2010
Basic Aesthetics 2
3 semester hours

This course is designed to further familiarize digital film & video students with the basics of visual aesthetics and a brief summation of art history, focusing on the effects of and on art in its relative context.

FLM2210
Film Techniques 2
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expand students in the tools and techniques used to produce and edit video using modern tools. Students will gain knowledge of production, editing techniques, video technology, compositing, and special effects. This course offers the skills needed to complete one or two additional short films.  Prerequisite: VID1210
FLM2310
Film Production 2
3 semester hours

This course is designed to teach students further concepts and processes used in making a medium-length film. Students will study roles in the process of filmmaking. The course will take students through the process of development/screenwriting, pre-production, production, post-production and distribution/exhibition. Students will gain knowledge of the elements of a good story and film production.  Students will produce 2 digital films. Prerequisite: VID1310
FLM2510
Critical Cinema 2
3 semester hours

This course is designed to further expose students to a basic palette of classic films and a brief history of the artform.  Students will be asked to watch at least one film weekly, analyze it, and in some cases write critical reviews or analytical essays about the films or topics discussed.  Prerequisite: VID1510

FLM3321
Film Production 3
3 semester hours

This course is designed to teach the elements of using film/video in a Storytelling method.  It will take students further into the art of storytelling.  Students will focus on cinematography, screenwriting, producing, and directing.   Class will learn primarily by doing.  Students will write, plan, and prep a digital short throughout the semester. Prerequisites:  VID2310, VID2210
FLM3322
Film Production 4
3 semester hours

This course is designed to teach the elements of using film/video in a Storytelling method.  It will take students further into the art of storytelling.  Students will focus on producing, directing, picture  & sound editing, visual effects, mastering & finishing, and distribution & exhibition.   Class will learn primarily by doing.  Students will produce, shoot, edit, and show a video short throughout the semester.  An end of year event will showcase the class project.  Prerequisites:  VID3321



FLM3510
Critical Cinema – International Cinema
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to world cinema.  This class will be a brief history of international cinema, and will look at the films in the context of their culture and time period, taking special note of the effects of culture on film and film on culture.

MED4410
Studio Administration
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to issues related to the management of a video production studio and/or film production company.  Emphasis will be given to time, resource, personnel, and money management.  Student will learn the business side of production, including professional client service, contracts and business plans, promotional methods, equipment selection and purchasing, and setting of rates.  Students will be trained how to pitch a short project to a studio or network.  Students will also learn about emerging distribution channels such as Internet delivery.  

FLM4510
Critical Cinema – Religious and Political Cinema
3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to the art and power or persuasive cinema.  The course will focus on documentary and narrative films, both political and religious in nature.  The films will be a basis for class discussion on cinema ethics and a filmmaker’s responsibility.  Heavy Attention will paid on films of a specifically Christian nature.

FLM493X
Discipline-Specific Study
3 semester hours

This directed study course is for students to continue their studies in a certain film-related discipline.  This course may be repeated for credit.  The X in the course number represents one of the following numbers:
